​1. Event Objective & Relevance 

​The primary objective was to celebrate India's Independence Day by screening a film that highlights the 

themes of patriotism, sacrifice, and the struggle for freedom. This event was organized to:

​2. Film Details 

​Movie: Kaalapani 

​Director: Priyadarshan

​Summary: Kaalapaani is a 1996 Indian Malayalam-language epic historical drama film written by T. 

Damodaran and directed by Priyadarshan. Set in 1915, the film focuses on the lives of Indian 

independence activists incarcerated in the Cellular Jail (or Kālā Pānī) in Andaman and Nicobar Islands 

during the British Raj.  

​3. Event Proceedings 

​The event began with a brief inaugural ceremony, followed by the film screening and a post-screening 

discussion. 

​Inauguration: The film club convenor delivered a short speech emphasizing the importance of 

Independence Day and the role of youth in nation-building. 

​Film Screening: The chosen film was screened for the assembled audience. The students were attentive 

and engaged throughout the screening. 

​Post-Screening Discussion: Following the film, a discussion was facilitated by Asst. Professor Drisya 

Chandran P to encourage students to share their reflections. The discussion focused on key themes such 

as the definition of freedom, the importance of unity, and the sacrifices made by historical figures. This 

interactive session allowed for a deeper understanding of the film's message and its contemporary 

relevance. 

​4. Participation and Outcome 

​The event was a success, with 82 students and 4  faculty members in attendance. The post-screening 

feedback indicated that the film screening was a powerful and educational experience. 

​Student Engagement: The event successfully fostered a participatory environment, with students actively 

engaging in the discussion. 

​Outcome: The screening and subsequent discussion successfully reinforced patriotic values and provided 

a platform for students to reflect on the meaning of independence beyond a mere holiday. It served as a 

reminder of our nation's history and the responsibilities of its citizens.
